The existing pavement is deteriorating, rutting, and cracking

The existing curb and gutter is deteriorating




Project Needs

Existing curb ramps do not meet current ADA (Americans with Disabilities Act) requirements

Select storm sewer inlets and manholes are in need of repair

 Replace the asphalt pavement
