The proposed project on US 53 begins approximately 2,300 feet north of the County B / US 53 interchange in the town of Tilden and heads north for approximately 11 miles through the town of Woodmohr to 4,600 feet north of the WIS 64 / US 53 interchange in the town of Bloomer.

US 53 is an important part of Wisconsin’s transportation system. It also is part of the National Highway System and is classified as a principal arterial route. US 53 serves as a truck route, including movement of oversized-overweight loads for freight movement in Wisconsin and serves local commuters and businesses throughout northwestern Wisconsin. It provides a critical interstate link to the state of Minnesota. The department's objective is to ensure safe and efficient operations of the state highway system while also supporting local access.

The primary need for the project is the condition of the pavement. The pavement is deteriorating with the original construction occurring in the mid-1970s. The last asphaltic overlay was completed in the mid-2000s. There is cracking and rutting throughout due to the poor underlying concrete. The pavement is nearing the end of its service life. Other needs include bridge deterioration on the US 53 overpasses at County B, County Q and WIS 40.

Pavement improvements are recommended to keep traffic moving safely and efficiently along US 53. A pavement replacement alternative is proposed as additional asphaltic pavement overlays are no longer a cost-effective solution for this very high-traffic corridor. A pavement replacement alternative best addresses the needs of the project while balancing the long-term investment into the roadway system.

The proposed improvements for the US 53 corridor include placement of new concrete pavement along US 53 between County B and north of WIS 64 and along the interchange ramps at WIS 40 and 64. The pavement would also be replaced along WIS 40 and WIS 64 between the interchange ramps. Pavement replacement includes replacement of the aggregate drainage layer below the pavement. The existing alignment, the number of travel lanes and the existing intersection and interchange configurations are all proposed to match existing. The vertical profile of US 53 is proposed to be lowered under the County Highway Q overpass near 157th Avenue to provide vertical clearance that meets current standards.

Additional improvements will include repair of bridges by replacement of bridge deck overlays, joints and railing; painting of structural steel; and making concrete surface repairs. The replacement of the bridge deck overlay on County B would also require roadway work extending approximately 50 feet from each end of the bridge along County B. The proposed improvements also include replacement of the existing culverts on US 53 within the project limits. We also will replace the guardrail, right-of-way fencing, pavement marking and shoulder rumble strips throughout the project.

The right-of-way fencing is proposed to be replaced within the entire project corridor. Coordination for fencing replacement will occur with you during construction.

The current schedule for the project has construction beginning in the spring of 2025. There is a possibility that the temporary median crossovers for construction staging could be constructed in the fall of 2024 to be ready for the start of mainline work in early spring 2025. Construction is anticipated to take two construction seasons, usually extending from April to November, with a winter shutdown anticipated from November 2025 to April 2026.

Maintaining safety and mobility during construction are a high priority. With the traffic volumes on the project, we can maintain traffic safely and effectively with one lane in each direction on US 53, WIS 40 and WIS 64. Work on US 53 is proposed to be divided into segments that can be completed between major holidays such that all four lanes are available for holiday travel weekends. Interchange ramps at WIS 40 and WIS 64 will be closed for short periods to accommodate pavement replacement, with at least one exit and one entrance ramp open at each interchange at all times. Consecutive ramps at WIS 40 and WIS 64 will not be allowed to be closed at the same time.

Construction of some temporary pavements is planned to facilitate traffic movements; temporary median crossovers are proposed to facilitate movements between northbound and southbound traffic on US 53 north of County B, south of County F and north of WIS 64. Temporary median crossovers also are proposed to facilitate access between US 53 and the interchange ramps at WIS 40 and WIS 64. On County B and WIS 64, due to the restricted width of the existing overpass bridges, traffic will be required to be reduced to a single lane through the work zone. To safely facilitate the movement of traffic, temporary traffic signals are proposed to be used at these locations.

The locations of construction and the traffic conditions are outlined by year in the following slides. The project is anticipated to begin in the spring of 2025 with the construction of temporary crossovers along US 53. Single-lane conditions will be maintained during this work. Once the crossovers have been completed, work would begin on US 53 northbound between County B and 147th Avenue. During this time, a single lane of traffic in each direction on US 53 will utilize the existing lanes on US 53 southbound. In the summer of 2025, after Memorial Day, work will continue on US 53 northbound from 147th Avenue to County F. Once northbound work has been completed, construction will switch to the southbound side of US 53 between County F and 147th Avenue. A single lane of traffic in each direction on US 53 will be maintained using the newly constructed northbound lanes. In the fall of 2025, after Labor Day, work will continue on US 53 southbound from 147th Avenue to County B. For the work taking place in 2025, all interchange ramps would remain open. In the fall, at the completion of the work planned for 2025, there will be a winter shutdown and no work will occur. All lanes and all interchanges will be open.

Work will resume on the US 53 project in the spring of 2026. The work will begin with replacement of the northbound US 53 pavement from County F to Lake Como. During this time, a single lane of traffic in each direction on US 53 will utilize the existing lanes on US 53 southbound. In addition, replacement of the pavement on the northbound ramps at the WIS 40 interchange will be taking place. The work on the interchange ramps will require closing the ramps for a period of up to three weeks. During this period, traffic on WIS 40 would need to use alternate routes to access US 53 northbound, such as US 53 southbound to County B. 

After Memorial Day, work is anticipated to begin on northbound US 53 from Lake Como to the north project limits. Traffic will continue to utilize bidirectional travel on southbound US 53. At the WIS 64 interchange, replacement of the pavement on the northbound ramps will take place. The work on the interchange ramps will require closing the ramps for a period of up to three weeks. During this period, traffic on WIS 64 would need to use alternate routes to access US 53 northbound, such as US 53 southbound to WIS 40; however, this traffic volume is anticipated to be minimal. On highways 40 and 64, pavement replacement work is expected to begin in which the roadways will be worked on in halves to maintain traffic through the work zone. On WIS 40, there is sufficient width to accommodate bi-directional travel on each side of the road while the other side is under construction. On WIS 64, due to the existing width of the roadway and bridge, only one lane of traffic will be possible during construction. To facilitate safe travel through the work area, temporary traffic signals are anticipated to be used. Also in the summer, the bridge repair work on County B is expected to take place. Due to the existing width of the roadway and bridge, only one lane of traffic will be possible during construction. To facilitate safe travel through the work area, temporary traffic signals are anticipated to be used.

Later in the summer, pavement replacement work on US 53 will switch to the southbound side from the north project limits to Lake Como. Traffic will utilize bidirectional travel on northbound US 53. At the WIS 64 interchange, replacement of the pavement on the southbound ramps will take place. The work on the interchange ramps will require closing the ramps for a period of up to three weeks. During this period, traffic on WIS 64 would need to use alternate routes to access US 53 southbound, such as US 53 northbound to County M; however, this traffic volume is anticipated to be minimal. On WIS 40 and 64, pavement replacement work is expected to continue in which the roadways will be worked on in halves to maintain traffic through the work zone. On WIS 40, bidirectional travel will continue while on WIS 64, temporary traffic signals will continue to direct single-lane travel. Construction on WIS 40 and 64 is expected to be completed by Labor Day 2026.
