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Project Purpose and Need

* Purpose

= The purpose of the proposed project is to address the deteriorating pavement
condition and improve the safety of the roadway.

* Need

= WIS 241 was originally constructed in the 1930s. Overlays were performed in 1949,
1965, 1989, and 2010 with the roadway being widened in 1965 and 1989. The
pavement is showing signs of fatigue and failure and the asphalt is reaching the end
of its service life.

Planned Improvements

» WisDOT will be milling and resurfacing the roadway. Additional
elements of the proposed improvement include:
= Base patching and joint/crack repair
= Concrete repair\reconstruction of the Layton Avenue intersection
= Upgrading curb ramps & bus stops for ADA compliance
= Spot traffic signal improvements

= Upgrades to pavement marking and signage to comply with current
standards.

* There will be FEE and TLE (Temporary Easement) real estate
acquisitions along the corridor to allow for improvements to curb ramps
and sidewalk construction.
