Curb ramp deficiencies

* The existing curb ramps do not meet the
Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA
standards

pedestrian crossings

* Importance of ADA Compliance:

= ADA compliance is integral to promoting inclusivity
and ensuring equal access for all pedestrians,
including those with physical and visual disabilities

* Pavement

= Remove existing concrete and asphalt
pavement

= Replace with new asphalt pavement

= Select areas of excavation below
subgrade (EBS) may be required

= Existing curb and gutter would remain
= New pavement markings

Design overview

* Upgrade the existing curb ramps to
meet ADA standards for accessibility
= Correct the slope
= Correct the width
= Provide level landings
= Add detectable warning fields
