To request BOS Local Rating Engineer assistance with a Structural Review, BOS shall be contacted within 7 days of
inspection. BOS can typically provide Structural Review calculations for local bridges with common measurable
superstructure deterioration, such as moderate section loss on steel girders, broken prestressed strands or rebar
section loss for concrete bridges with as-built plans available. Precise and complete measurement documentation
and photos shall be provided to BOS. For other conditions (e.g. severe deterioration, substructures, complex
structures), BOS can provide general guidance, comment on past ratings, and advise on repair concepts.
