A four letter classification abbreviation identifier enclosed
in dotted |lines beginning with characters other than "SU' or
"UAVG' denotes that the union classification and rate were
prevalllng for that classification in the survey. Exanple:
PLUVMD198- 005 07/01/2014. PLUMis an abbreviation identifier of
the union which prevailed in the survey for this
classification, which in this exanple would be Pl unbers. 0198
i ndi cates the | ocal union nunber or district council nunber
wher e apﬁlicable, i.e., Plunbers Local 0198. The next nunber,
005 in the exanple, is an_internal nunber used in processing
the wage determnation. 07/01/2014 is the effective date of the
ggiz current negotiated rate, which in this exanple is July 1,

Uni on prevailing wage rates are updated to reflect all rate
changes in the collective bargaining agreement (CBA) governing
this classification and rate.

Survey Rate ldentifiers

Classifications listed under the "SU' identifier indicate that
no one rate prevailed for this classification in the survey and
the published rate is derived by conputing a wei ghted average
rate based on all the rates reported in the survey for that
classification. As this weighted average rate includes al
rates reported in the survey, it may include both union and
non-uni on rates. Exanple: SULA2012-007 5/13/2014. SU indicates
the rates are survey rates based on a weighted average
calculation of rates and are not nmajority rates. LA Indicates
the State of Louisiana. 2012 is the year of survey on which
these classifications and rates are based. The next nunber, 007
in the exanple, is an internal nunber used in producing the
wage determ nation. 5/13/2014 indicates the survey conpletion
date for the classifications and rates under that identifier.

Survey wage rates are not updated and remain in effect until a
new survey is conducted

Uni on Average Rate ldentifiers

Classification(s) listed under the UAVG identifier indicate
that no single naLority rate prevailed for those
classifications; however, 100% of the data reported for the
classifications was uni on data. EXAMPLE: UAVG OH 0010
08/29/2014. UAVG indicates that the rate is a wei ghted union
average rate. OH indicates the state. The next nunber, 0010 in
the exanmple, is an internal nunmber used in produci ng the wage
determ nation. 08/29/2014 indicates the survey conpletion date
for the classifications and rates under that identifier.

A UAVG rate will be updated once a year, usually in January of

each year, to reflect a weighted average of the current
Begoalated/CBA rate of the union locals fromwhich the rate is
ased.
