ELECTRONIC BIDDING

PROPOSAL GUARANTY

With each sealed proposal, the bidder must include a properly executed bid bond or a
cashier’s check, certified check, bank's check, or postal money order in the amount
designated on the Highway Work Proposal made payable to the Department. Certified
checks shall be drawn on the account of the bidder submitting the proposal. The bidder
may also satisfy the proposal guaranty requirements by having a properly executed annual
bid bond on file with the Department.

For electronic bids submitted on the Internet, the bidder must satisfy the proposal guaranty
requirements by having a properly executed annual bid bond on file with the Department.

For electronic bids submitted on the Internet, the bidder must satisfy the affidavit of
non-collusion requirements by properly completing and submitting their bid through the
Bid Express™ on-line bidding exchange.

For sealed proposals, the bidder must satisfy the affidavit of non-collusion requirements by
signing the cover of the bidding proposal and having it properly notarized.
